This major investigates: what forms of media and culture facilitate—and undermine—our participation as citizens in a free democratic society? Whose political and economic
interests drive media and cultural systems? Who profits from the status quo, and at whose expense? CMC aims to cultivate a community of intellectually curious, socially aware,
and politically engaged citizens who can both critically read media and cultural texts and produce oral, textual, and mediated arguments.

Three five-semester-hour courses; seven four-semester-hour courses; and one of the following: an academic international experience, an approved CMC internship, or service
to campus media. At least eight courses (including all core courses) must be taken at Rollins.
